What Is the G2S Scope?

The RadBlue G2S Scope (RGS) is an EGM development tool in which RGS acts as a single
G2S host for up to five EGMs. It is designed to be used as a bench tool for EGM
developers. An optional Custom Configuration module is available to extend your testing
with custom startup algorithms, scripting and custom response messages.

Send and Receive G2S Commands

The Send Command function sends G2S commands, one at a time, to an EGM. You can
configure all command attributes prior to sending each command.

To send a command to an EGM, simply select the device and the command you want to
send. Once you select a command, you can configure the command attributes as needed
to facilitate testing.

From the MTP Management Control screen, you can manage multicast groups that are
used in sending multicast messages.
